Agenda Item 2026-001: Requested variance from Municipal Code Table 25.03.090.1 for the side
yard setback and area for the proposed detached garage for the property located at 3303 Lorraine
Avenue. (Petitioner: Jerry King).

Schuldt presented the requested variance for the property located at 3303 Lorraine Avenue. The
petitioner, Jerry King, is requesting a reduction of the side yard setbacks from 18 feet to 5 feet as
well as the structure to exceed 1,000 square feet. This request will allow the petitioner to construct
a garage at the rear of his property, and the reduced setbacks will still allow for a vehicle to get in
and out of the proposed garage.

Petitioner Jerry King stated he currently has a storage facility in Moville, but with recent health
complications he would like to be able to store his items at home. King stated he did test the
proposed setbacks to ensure he can maneuver his truck in and out of the proposed garage.
Hegarty asked what materials King plans to use to construct the garage. King stated the proposed
garage would be red metal with white trim to match his home.
